TYPICAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

• Writes reports, maintains law enforcement logs, case records, incident reports and other
required reports.
• Respond to calls, civil and criminal complaints, disturbances, medicals, accidents or requests for emergency assistance.
